Directorate-General óTransport & Energyô (DGTREN) to discuss the 

development of the Directives on periodic and other inspections of ve-

hicles. Although CITA does not have voting rights, it  is represented at 
the Technical Adaptation Committee empowered to adapt Directives 

96/96/EC and 2000/30/EC for technical progress. 
Where appropriate CITA makes suggestions for amendment of the Di-

rective and assists the Commission by providing draft texts for discus-
sion. 

 

Previously CITA undertook research study programmes partly funded by the EU Commission on as-
pects related to the development of the Directives. CITA is considering making applications for sup-

port for further programmes.  
 

 

CITA has observer status with the UN Economic Commission for 
Europe (UNECE) at the World Forum for the Harmonisation of 

Vehicle Regulations (WP.29). CITA is represented at all meetings 
where motor vehicle inspection issues are discussed. 

 

At the request of WP29 CITA recently proposed a revised draft of Rule 
2 on items to be inspected, which is to be attached to the 1997 Vienna 

Agreement on periodic inspection.  
This proposal is currently under discussion in the WP29 specialist 

working groups, the groups of rapporteurs.
